There are many ways that Human Services help the community today. One way is by being a therapist 

or counselor who helps by listening and offering support and encouragement to people with various issues.  

Another way this wide field can help the community is by providing education and information to people on 

life skills such as time management, healthy living habits and improving self image. There are also those who 

work with children of abuse and neglect such as DSS and foster care homes. This is a very heartbreaking and 

sometimes thankless job but also rewarding when you hear the success stories that do occur. Another field of 

human services is working with the homeless, either in shelters or with programs that actually go out to the 

streets and interact with the homeless to try to provide resources. Then there are the human service workers 

who work in healthcare, especially the field of Alcoholism and Addiction by providing education about the 

disease, counseling, and peer support as well as taking clients to meetings and most of all to give hope of re-

covery.

If I can some-

how give back a quarter of the support and hope that I have received, I will feel like I have achieved my goal.
